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Once again we are returning to Cape Santa Maria Club 
on the northern tip of Long Island. The beach there is 
the finest in the Bahamas if not the world. It is about 
four miles wide and at least fifty yards deep. The sand 
is like powder with no rocks or shells. You will sink 
up to your ankles in it. The water is crystal clear with-
out a rock or shell as far out into the water as can walk 
Water temperature at this time of year is typically 
above 80 degrees. 
 
This is just one of the reasons that the Club was voted 
number one resort in the Bahamas by Travel Advisor 
members. We have been there for three out of the last 
four years and our members liked is so well they asked 
us to make this year’s fly-in a four day event.   
 
The club is composed of 20 bungalows and a club-
house right on the beach. Each bungalow has two bed-
rooms and one bath and is in excellent condition.  
However, those in the second bedroom have to go 
through the other bedroom to use the facilities. It’s OK 
for children, but you better be really good friends oth-
erwise. All are air conditioned. We have all of the 
bungalows set aside for SEBS. They will sell out 
quickly so be sure to make you reservation soon!  
 
The cost is $377.75 per couple per night and includes 
all taxes and service charges, breakfast, dinner, a wel-
come cocktail, a first night bottle of wine, a half-hour 
massage for each person (in your room or on your 
patio overlooking the beach) and conch fritters each 
evening during cocktail hour. There is an additional 
charge to use the second bedroom which you can dis-
cuss  when you call for reservations. 
 
The airport we will be using is Stella Maris, MYLS. 
This airport runway was recently repaved. There is no 
landing fee for single engine planes and no parking 
fees. Fuel is available. A cab from the airport to the 
club is about $30.00 for two people and $2.00 for each 
additional person.

Reserva-
tion Number 109498. A 25% deposit is required at the 

time of booking.  Deadline for these rates is Octo-
ber 19th.
