Of course, Jimmy Carter was the most 
recognizable figure although many remember Les-
ter Maddox from his axe wielding days trying to 
keep his restaurant segregated. 
 
It’s interesting to note that the Governor and Secre-
tary of State’s offices are on the main floor in order 
to provide access to the public.

Our plans to visit Washington DC went sour when ground transportation logistics became impossible. So, 
while working on “Plan B” we have postponed that trip and come up with a terrific alternative, Winston-
Salem, NC. 
 
We’ll start out the weekend Thursday by flying into Winston-Salem Smith Reynolds Airport (KINT). Our 
FBO will be  the local Beechcraft dealer, Landmark Aviation, (336) 776-6060 or (800) 393-4908. They have 
offered to pump full service fuel for the self serve price. Paved parking (courtesy of the Airport Commission) 
will be free. Tie downs may not be available so please bring chocks. If you want a rental car (although not 
needed) call Enterprise at (336) 661-9222 and they will have one waiting for 
you at Landmark. 
 
Our vans will whisk the rest of the folks off to our excellent home for the 
weekend, the Embassy Suites, 460 N. Cherry Street in downtown Winston 
Salem, 0.2 miles from City Center. Our group rate is $119/night plus 12.75% 
tax and includes a full cooked-to-order breakfast each morning and a Man-
ager’s reception each evening. You must call (800) 696-6107,  make your 
reservation by June 5th and mention Southeastern Bonanza Society to 
receive our special rate. Just for information, their local number is (336) 
724-2300. 
 
After you arrive at the hotel, we invite you to take a short stroll to the down-
town art district. There are many interesting shops there plus a bunch of 
places to grab a bite for lunch. By the time you return to the hotel, our hospitality suite should be ready for in-
troductions and good cheer. Since Thursday is arrival day, we usually don’t have formal dinner plans. We will 
have a list of several good restaurants close by and go out in groups.. 
 
We’ll start the serious stuff Friday morning splitting into two groups with a choice of venues; either a tour of 
the Winston Cup Museum, which highlights the 33 year history of Winston Cup Racing or the Reynolda 
House Museum of American Art, housed in the restored 1917 mansion of Katharine and R.J. Reynolds.

PLEASE HELP US PLAN A FLY-IN WARNING! WARNING! WARNING! 

IMPORTANT NEW FAA REGULATION 
 
As a public service, SEBS is publishing this new regulation. 
 
1.000A - No pilot, pilots, or person or persons acting on the direction or suggestion or supervision of the pilot 
or pilots may try, or attempt to try or make attempt to try to comprehend or understand any or all, in whole or 
in part of the herein mentioned Federal Aviation Regulations, except as authorized by the Administrator. 
 
1.000B - If the pilot or group of associate pilots becomes aware of, or realizes, or detects, or discovers, or 
finds that he or she, or they, are or have been beginning to understand the Federal Aviation Regulations, they 
must immediately, within three (3) days notify, in writing, the Administrator. 
 
1.000C - Upon receipt of the above mentioned notice of impending comprehension, the Administrator will 
immediately rewrite the Federal Aviation Regulations in such a manner as to eliminate any further compre-
hension hazards. 
 
1.000D - The Administrator may, at his or her option, require the offending pilot, or pilots, to attend remedial 
instruction in Federal Aviation Regulations until such time that the pilot is too confused to be capable of un-
derstanding anything.
