We have made a

change for the bet-

ter, we think, for

our Bahamas fly-

in this year. Last

year we extended
it to four days instead of three. This year, we are going a month earlier. We are still going to Cape Santa
Maria on Long Island, but instead of a December date, we have moved it up to November 11 — 15. The water
will be a little warmer and nobody can say they can't go because they have to get ready for Christmas.. We
will still fly into the Stella Maris Airport (MYLS).

The Cape Santa Maria Resort is situated on a beach that is consistently included in the 10 Best Beaches
Worldwide list. Last year, the club was voted the Best in the Bahamas. The club consists of 20 bungalows.
Some of the bungalows have a room attached for those who want to bring children or guests and share the
same bungalow. Caution...the room is attached, but there is only one bathroom and you must walk through
the main bedroom to get there. If you are going to share with friends, they better be very good friends.

The bungalows have all been built or renovated over the past few years, have A/C and a private veranda. In
addition to the beach, there are SCUBA trips available, deep sea fishing charters, bone fishing charters, as well
as the usual snorkeling and beach visits. But the charm of the out islands is the pure relaxation away from the
hustle and bustle of everyday life. Their website is www.capesantamaria.com. We have received a special
room rate of $377.75 per couple per night based on double occupancy. This rate includes breakfast, dinner,
soft drinks, all taxes and service charges. It also includes a welcome drink, a welcome party on Wednesday
night as well as a bottle of wine with dinner that night. Additionally, each party gets a %2 hour massage
(Continued on Page 5)
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in your bungalow during your stay. The cutoff for reservations is a little bit early...September 25th. After
the 25th, they will release the remaining rooms and there is no guarantee that anything will be available.
To reserve a room, they will require a 25% deposit. If cancellation occurs more then 30 days from the fly-in
date, there is a full refund. If cancellation occurs within 30 days of the fly-in, the deposit is non-refundable,
unless the room has been re-rented, in which case, the full amount will be refunded. Also, if you have to can-
cel within 30 days, you can visit the club until August 30, 2010 and your deposit will be credited to your bill.

To make a reservation, call 800/663-7090, ext. 6530. Ask for Laurie McPherson. If she is not there, anyone
can help. Remember to advise them that you are with SEBS. The reservation number is 112297. BTW, you
will be talking to Vancouver, Canada, not the Bahamas.

The airport we will be flying into, Stella Maris Airport (MYLS), is a Port of Entry and has had the runway re-
surfaced within the last two years. You can clear Customs and Immigration right there. Fuel is also available.
We will be receiving a $.10 per gallon discount from whatever the price is at that time. The airport has a full
satellite weather setup and a “Blue Phone” system that connects with Miami or Nassau FSS to file flight plans
and directly to Customs at each POE to ADCUS. To get to and from the airport, taxis are available at $30.00
each way for two people plus $2.00 for each additional person.

For those who have never flown to the Bahamas before, it is very simple. You do your eAPIS* thing (to make
sure you are not carrying any terrorists), file a flight plan, either VFR or IFR, and launch. Flight following is
available most of the way and when you get close to Long Island, you close the flight plan with Nassau Radio
or you call them after you land on the “Blue Phone.” Believe it or not, you are within gliding distance of land
most of the way. You will need a life jacket for each passenger and a raft is recommended. These can be
rented at departure airport FBO’s such as FPR, PBI, and FXE. The Bahamas Customs and Immigration forms
that are needed can be filled out in Stella Maris. | usually email copies of what you need in advance. To re-
turn to the US, do your eAPIS (there is a computer available at the club), file a flight plan to a Port of Entry
and advise US Customs of your ETA. The US Customs form required for private aircraft is available at Cus-
toms or (see email above). You will also need a $28.00 User Fee sticker. Form 339A is needed and this can be
downloaded from the AOPA website. Passports are required for all people including children.
