manufacturing steps in building engines from the CF34, used on regional
jets (20,000 Ib thrust) to the GE90-115B, the power plant for Boeing's
longrange 777-300ER. (115,000 Ib thrust). It’s amazing that 80% of the
thrust developed by these engines is due to the fan blades. Who'd have
known that we have been flying in propeller driven airliners all along!

After the engine tour everyone was returned to the hotel for a couple of
hours R&R before taking a short walk to the French Brasserie, Coquette.
