MARCH 20th — APALACHICOLA

We have set up a tour of the North Carolina State Capitol. Built
between 1833 and 1840, this National Historic Landmark is one of
the best-preserved examples of a civic building in the Greek Re-
vival style of architecture. We’ll follow that up with a tour the
North Carolina Museum of History.

The more technically minded participants will appreciate the tour
that SEBS member Perrin Young has arranged of the General Elec-
tric Aviation Jet Engine Plant. This plant manufactures some of the
largest jet engines made for both civilian and military aircraft. IM-
PORTANT: On the registration form we MUST have the first, mid-
dle and last name of anyone who would like to take this tour.

Our weekend will also include a Docent guided tour of the North
Carolina Museum of Art It’s the first major art museum collection
in the country to be formed by state legislation and funding—is the
state’s greatest cultural gem. The centerpiece of the recently com-
pleted expansion initiative is a new 127,000-square-foot, light-
filled building designed by New York-based architects Thomas
Phifer and Partners. The single-story structure, surrounded by
sculpture gardens and beautiful pools was created specifically to
showcase the Museum’s outstanding permanent collection of more
than 5,000 objects spanning antiquity to the present day.

We’ve also got some good spots picked out for you to dine. On Fri-
day we’ll dine at the Brasserie Coquette, the Triangle’s first French
brasserie. ) Our Saturday banquet will be held at the Renaissance
Hotel.
