Arms. The proprietor, an Englishman named Duncan Crowe, pro-
vided a sumptuous menu and meal, cooked to order and served 
with amazing efficiency. 
 
Friday morning was consumed with two very interesting plant 
tours. The first was at Avtec, an electronics manufacturing plant 
making communications consoles for airlines, railroads, police, 
fire, etc. Troy Branning founded the company in 1979. Our second 
tour was at J. B. Martin Company, a 100+ year old privately held 
textile manufacturer who is one of the largest suppliers of velvet in 
the world. Both tours were extremely interesting but the textile 
plant was definitely the loudest. 
 
The plants are located in rural South Carolina near a world fa-
mous BBQ restaurant named Shealey’s. Shealey’s features a mus-
tard based pork BBQ, and a lot of southern trimmings like fat 
back, chicken gizzards, chicken livers, etc, etc. We didn’t see too 
many folks eating gizzards but everyone really enjoyed the food 
they took. 
 
The group then took off for the 30 mile drive to the Columbia, SC 
for a guided tour of the State Capital Building . The State House 
was under construction during the Civil War and General 
Sherman partially de-constructed it with cannon shot from across 
the Broad River. It was not finished until 1907 and is in the typi-
cally ornate Greek Revival style.
